Looking for solutions, they get in trouble and Mati, in a seg-
ment of his own, draws up a plan that ends up being hindered by
Rocco every time. Each chapter includes two different storylines that
converge at the end of the episode. Mr. Ramon’s obsession with captu-
ring Rocco is always present.

The story is full of gags played by Rocco’s character. His naivety, literal
interpretation and exploration of this ‘new’ world for him bring
comedy to the series. Mati externalizes his conflicts in a constant, affec-
tive dialogue with Rocco. Likewise, Mati looks after him and shows him
different aspects of the world. In return, Rocco helps Mati beat personal
obstacles.

Some of the topics dealt with in the series are: learning rules, imagina-
tion, outdoor exploration, spending time alone, difficulties in relating
to others, responsibility, science, fear of failure, asking about life and
death, friendship, and sense of humour among others.
